Insert on page [ ], after line [ ], the following:

(a) In General. – The second sentence of section 201(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1151 (b)(2)(A)(i)) is amended by inserting “(or if married for less than two years at the time of the citizen’s death proves by a preponderance of the evidence that the marriage was entered into in good faith and not solely for the purpose of obtaining an immigration benefit)”, after “for at least two years at the time of the citizen’s death”.

 (b) Transition Period. -  In applying Section 201(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Immigration and Nationality Act, as amended, in the case of an alien whose citizen relative died before the date of the enactment of this Act, the alien relative may (notwithstanding the deadlines specified in such subsection) file the classification petition referred to in such subsection within 2 years after the date of the enactment of this Act.  
(c) Naturalization. - Section 319(a) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1429(a)) is amended by inserting “or, if the spouse is deceased, the spouse was a citizen of the United States,” after “(a) Any person whose spouse is a citizen of the United States,”.
